Participating in Internal Medicine Meetings during your term including
attendance at CECP meetings and facilitation of early career physician activities,
as appropriate, during the meeting.

Traveling to Philadelphia once each year, as appropriate, for a council meeting
and participating in several additional remote meetings. The CECP in-person
meeting is held in early August each year.

Possibly serving as the early career physician representative on one or more
College committees. Serving on a committee will require at least one additional
trip to Philadelphia or Washington, D.C.

Spending approximately 1-2 hours bi-monthly on council activities.

Adhering to ACP’s Disclosure of Interest and Management of Conflicts Policy and
disclosing any relevant interests via the Association of American Medical
Colleges (AAMC) CONVEY system for council participation.
